STELLAR DIAGNOSTIC READING ASSESSMENT IDEAS
August, 2016
These “stellar” (meaning outstanding) ideas for diagnostic reading assessment scoring and recording were collected from participating MN STAR teachers during 2013-2015. Note: Some of the contributors’ original formatting was changed to fit this document.
· Page 2 provides flashcards for the Word Reading Test, Levels A (GE 1-2). This format allows testers to control the pace of reading by showing just one word at a time.
· Page 3 provides flashcards for the Word Reading Test, Level B (GE 3-4). This format allows testers to control the pace of reading by showing just one word at a time.
· Page 4 provides flashcards for the Word Reading Test, Level C (GE 5-6). This format allows testers to control the pace of reading by showing just one word at a time.
· Page 5 provides flashcards for the Word Reading Test, Level D (GE 7-8). This format allows testers to control the pace of reading by showing just one word at a time.
· Pages 6-7 provide a complete DRA form created by Laurie Leitch, St. Cloud STAR teacher. It efficiently organizes testing results for alphabetics (using BADER word lists), fluency (using Quick and Easy Adult Reading Assessment passages), vocabulary (using Word Meaning Test word lists), and comprehension (BADER 2005, 2009, 2013 passages).
· Pages 8-11 provide forms created by Kimberly Munson, Burnsville STAR teacher. They include the new fluency and comprehension passages from BADER, 7th Edition, which was published in 2013. Four passages for each level are identified as Elementary (E) or Secondary (S) interest, Forms A and B.
· Page 12 provides a form created by Hillary Frazey, former DOC STAR teacher. It provides a large rating scale for students to reference during the Comprehension Interview.
