Equating Music to Oral Readings

Explain the purpose and value of guided and repeated oral readings by equating music to reading: 

· Measures in music are like meaningful phrases or chunks in reading

· We use repeated practice or rehearsal for both music and reading

· Echo reading provides repeated practice with the parts (phrases or sentences)

· Repeated oral reading provides practice with the whole (paragraph or passage)

· The end result is a musical or fluent oral reading performance that comes together and flows!
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Fluency Pairs

After I have modeled a fluency reading, I have students read by turn to each other. 
1. The “listener” marks words and punctuation that the “reader” had difficulty with. 

2. Then they reverse roles and the listener becomes the reader. 

This activity benefits both students because they are reading and attending carefully to the text at least two times. Students enjoy it and the teacher and/or volunteer can monitor 2-3 pairs at a time.
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
